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The recently completed stadiums for

Pittsburgh’s two beloved sports franchises,

the Steelers and the Pirates created a

marvelous urban infill site on the historic

North Shore of the Allegheny River directly

across from downtown.

MSi, in conjunction with Continental Real

Estate, developed a proposal for a new mixed-

use urban neighborhood.  The plan suggests

the development of over 800 housing units

along a new and exciting North Shore Drive.

These units, take advantage of the

tremendous views back to the downtown and

are arranged to create new view corridors

through the blocks to the river beyond

through the creation of a new and unique

through block alleys.  On the first level of

the residential buildings, are new retail uses

amounting to over 200,000 square feet and

oriented to North Shore Drive.  The balance

of the site is comprised 300,000 square feet

of office space, a 300 room hotel, a new

amphitheater and night club, and over 2500

structured parking spaces.  The plan for the

new neighborhood connects the two

principal structures, Heinz Field and PNC

Ballpark by building continuous blocks of

new structures along both principal east west

streets and capturing the value created by

the new riverfront park.  The size and scale

of these streets will be very much in the

vernacular of the many great historic

neighborhoods in Pittsburgh.
